Get Rich Quick

When someone dies we look sadly at the possessions they have left behind. They might have left very little ….a favourite armchair, a bed, a television and a box of trinkets. On the other hand they may have left a house, a car and an Aladdin’s cave of antiques. Whatever is left behind we would swap it all tomorrow just to have our loved ones back with us. The real treasure is the love our relatives showed to us when they were alive, not what they have left behind.

Today we are told, “Sell your possessions, and give alms. Make purses for yourselves that do not wear out, an unfailing treasure in heaven, where no thief comes near and no moth destroys. For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” 

Salvation doesn’t depend on which church we go to, or how many prayers we say. Salvation is determined by what we do with what we have, and how much love we have in our hearts for others.
