While you might think that every vote counts equally, where you live in the UK has a huge effect on your power to influence the election. The average UK voter only has the power of 0.253 votes. This is because most live in safe seats, where the outcome is pretty much certain regardless of how people vote. In Ynys Mon, one person has the equivalent of 0.893 votes,  3.53x more voting power than the UK average. Ynys Mon ranks 25th out of 650 constituencies in the Voter Power Index. The Master’s Voice

 “My sheep hear my voice,” says Jesus, “I know them and they follow me.” Hearing Jesus voice doesn’t seem too difficult. We are faced with choices all day every day. Surely every time we steer toward a good 

decision we are listening to Jesus’ voice. Every time we make a poor 

decision we are tuned in only to our own human agenda. Surely hearing Jesus’ voice is just about doing the right thing in each of the 

circumstances we find ourselves in. But what if it’s not quite as simple as that?

Imagine how sad it would be to meet Jesus on Judgment Day, to hear him say,  “Didn’t you hear me? I was inviting you to travel the world, open a nursing home research a new drug, become a campaign leader, make a film, write a book, adopt a child, raise funds for a well in a third world country or become a missionary. Weren’t you listening?” How would we reply.? “Well…. I thought I was listening… but perhaps I was spending too much time watching the TV soaps.”

Hearing Jesus’ voice means more than just resisting poor decisions. It means exercising a sense of innate vocation and some radical thinking. For those of us who go that extra mile, Jesus promises. “I give them 

eternal life …. They shall never perish.  No one can take them out of my hand.”
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
