Gospel Reflection for the Third Sunday of Easter

To Fight Another Day

We all know what it’s like to embark on a new venture filled with

 enthusiasm and vision. Some of us know what it’s like to embark upon a new venture and fail. We are familiar with the feelings of inadequacy, fear, dejection, exhaustion and of guilt even. Those who advised us against the venture in the first place snigger up their sleeves. “ Best stick to what you know in the future,” they tell us. Could they be right?

After the Resurrection we might have expected the disciples to rush off in a fit of enthusiasm, spreading the good news, but no, today we find them back on the lake fishing. If you imagine yourself in Peter’s shoes perhaps it isn’t surprising. Peter had promised his all to Jesus, but had ended up denying him three times. Almost certainly he would be suffering qualms of guilt and failure. Perhaps he was thinking he ought to stick to what he was best at ….  fishing! But for Jesus, failure is not a stumbling block. Jesus appears at dawn by the lakeside where he gives Peter the chance to make amends. This is Peter’s big chance to put his hopes and dreams back on track. Then Jesus, who has known all along what is in Peter’s’ heart gives him a gentle reminder of his commission to shepherd his Church.

It is very tempting to revert to the old way of life when a new venture is harder than we thought, but Jesus reminds us that it’s okay to fail as long as we are ready to get back in the saddle and give things another go.
