Gospel Reflection for the Fourth Sunday of Lent

Finding Ourselves Lost!

Could it be true that we rather like to see other people getting into trouble? Are our TV soaps successful because they’re all about people making poor decisions and coming to grief as a consequence? Perhaps watching other people getting things wrong makes us feel better about ourselves. Seeing other people punished for their crimes appeals to our sense of justice.

The parable of the prodigal son has a message for each and every one of us, whether we are in some kind of trouble ourselves and identify with the younger son, or whether like the older son, we tend to ‘tut tut’ at others from our ivory towers.

The younger son teaches us that there is always a way back from a poor 

decision. We may be cheating on a partner, embezzling to support an addiction, or spinning a web of lies to cover some transgression, but as far as an all-seeing God is concerned there is always a way back if we are truly sorry. We might not feel worthy of forgiveness. We might feel that our sins are irreversible, but God is always ready to take away our burden and wipe the slate clean. The older brother teaches us the dangers of judging others. It’s only human nature to want to see others punished for their wrongdoing. “An eye for an eye” we quote, “Lock him up and throw away the key,” we rant after the criminal being put away for life. A lesser sentence of community service prompts us to accuse our legal system of being ‘too soft’ or accuse rehabilitation officers of being 

‘do-gooders’. Like the older brother in the parable we can become hardhearted and self-righteous, unable to feel compassion for the person desperate for a

 second chance.

The father in today’s parable loved both his sons equally. He loved the younger son who was lost and found, and he loved the elder son who in a sense was also lost because he was only able to feel a sense of injustice instead of the joy of forgiveness. Similarly God the Father loves us. He loves us despite our mistakes … in whatever ways we find ourselves lost.
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
