The focus of the Ascension Gospel is exaltation and mission. It’s time for us to stop looking into the sky and wondering where Jesus has gone, and focus on the important business of putting his teaching into action. There’s a real danger nowadays that our faith can become academic. In a world where there seems to be more questions than answers, we can easily fall into the trap of spending too much time, reading, 

studying pondering and theorising. This is all well and good, but at the end of the day, what counts most is getting things done.

The Ascension, like the Resurrection points to a future in which we live out a reality where death and the threat of death no longer disable us. 

Jesus leaves us with comfort, support, affirmation and promises. A 

runner passes on a baton not for his fellow runner to stand still and ponder the importance and significance of the baton. The idea is to win the race. Likewise Jesus has lived a life of example and now it’s over to us.
